She said they would and kindly offered to take them
over to Kenya when she next visited later on that month,
promising that she would do her best to photograph some
of them products in use.

We hope to share the resulting photos on our website so
that students can see how they have made a difference to
someone less fortunate than themselves.

CISCO Challenge

For this half term the science club students have been working on their CISCO challenge. They need to take
an everyday object and decide how using the internet would make it better. The three groups have come up
with three very different ideas. The first team are working on a 'holiday home security' so whilst you are
sunning yourself somewhere hot you can remotely open curtains and switch on lights to make it look like you
are home.

Finally team 3 are working on a
Dictaphone pen, the pen will then connect to the internet and download the verbal document into a word
document. Part of this challenge involved making a prototype and we need to give thanks to Nick McCloud
who came in one morning and helped them design micro-bits to enable their prototypes to work. After the
Christmas break the students will pitch their ideas and we will vote on which idea we will present at the
regional final in February.

Mobile phones

If a student is found using a mobile phone in school, it is confiscated and will be kept in Pupil
Reception for 5 school days.They will only be returned before the 5 days if a parent or adult
comes in to school to collect the item.We do understand that some students may need a mo-
bile phone for safety reasons but we ask that students do not use their phone in school.

Procedure for accepting students back into school with injuries

If your child has an injury you must make contact with school prior to bringing them into
school. We can then assist in their safe return. In the first instance, please contact your
child’s Pastoral Leader who will discuss the extent of injuries and possible timescale for re-
turn. They will then arrange for you to visit school and complete any relevant forms, which
may include:

Risk assessment
Lift key form
Medication form

Following the completion of a risk assessment detailing any possible health and safety issues

we will be able to determine whether it is appropriate for your child to return to school, and
agree a return to school date.
